One of the invoices was for the hall insurance and that came
to £4172. There will be another invoice soon for the Bon Ami
doors and that will be for £2400 and so the costs go on!

Naphill Neighbours

Our speaker this month was Paul Heslop, who gave
an illustrated talk about the Northumbrian coast,
incorporating anecdotes about places of interest
together with historical references. The delightful
sandy beaches stretch for miles but no longer attract
a huge number of visitors; they used to be packed
when fleets of double decker buses took local
residents for their annual seaside trip. Coal mines
were the main employers in those days with tunnels
stretching four miles under the sea. Coal was sent
by boat to coastal towns, loaded aboard from huge
wooden structures called staithes which went in to
the sea and enabled coal to be dropped in to the
colliers.

Warkworth and Bamburgh Castles are steeped in
history and are well preserved. Off the coast one can
visit Lindisfarne (Holy Island), taking care not to
be cut off by the sea when the causeway is covered
as the tide comes in. The Farne Islands are home to
thousands of seabirds, the principal species being
puffins. Boat trips ferry visitors for a close look.

The story of Grace Darling is well known. She was
the local heroine who, with her father, rescued
sailors from the wrecked SS Forfarshire by rowing

out to them in a severe storm. The story is well told
in a local museum. Sadly Grace died at the age of 26
from tuberculosis.

Northumbria is delightful and, though some
distance away from Bucks, is well worth a visit.

Thank you to everyone who donated cakes for our
stall at the fete. The sales raised nearly £400 !

Our speaker on July 8th will be Malcolm Nelson with
an illustrated talk entitled ‘Concealments’. Sounds very
intriguing. Talks commence promptly at 1.30pm, with doors
opening by 1.15pm.

An Update from Hearing Dogs for Deaf People

Hearing dog puppies

In last month’s Naphill and Walter’s Ash Gazette, we told
you about the range of services we offer to help anyone who
has difficulties with their hearing.

As our adorable dogs are at the heart of what we do, we
would now like to tell you about the kinds of things we
introduce them to during their training, such as public
transport, shops, cafes and even cats, and why we do this.

It is important that our dogs grow up to feel comfortable,
safe and confident in a wide range of environments. We very
carefully match our dogs with deaf people who have a vast
range of different lifestyles. For example, some may live in
busy urban environments, some may have lots of cats living
nearby, some may commute to work on a train or bus, some
may visit a busy café every day to help them stay connected
to their local communities. We need to make sure that our
dogs feel comfortable and relaxed in all of these situations,
and many others.

To do this, we gently introduce our puppies, when they
are ready, to various situations and environments that
they're likely to face as a working hearing dog. This is an
incredibly important part of their early stage training
and socialisation, and it lays the groundwork for them to
become life-changing hearing dogs who can accompany
their deaf partners everywhere they go.

Our dogs are also introduced to other people (adults and
children), other dogs, and even cats, so they get used to
behaving well around them. It's important that our dogs
aren’t too playful or nervous around other dogs, people or
cats, so we make sure we monitor their reactions closely
from a young age.

Our volunteer puppy trainers, who look after
our pups for around 14 months in their own
homes, do an amazing job of taking the puppies
out and about when they are ready, and making
sure they feel comfortable - reassuring and
rewarding them throughout so that they know a
specific environment is a safe and enjoyable one.

Theyre also taught how to behave properly
when out in public. This is important as all
fully accredited hearing dogs are assessed to
Assistance Dogs International Standards, which
means they must behave appropriately in public
and must know how to settle (laying quietly at
a person’s feet) when they are in places such
as restaurants and cafes or while using public
transport. All of this will help our pups become well-
adjusted, happy dogs who make valuable contributions to
society.

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Advice on Waste Disposal

I appreciate the difficulties that people have in getting to
the tip and even when you get there, you can queue for
ages and then find you have to pay for things that you never
used to have to. I got charged £2.50 for a half fence panel
the other day and then another £2.50 for the post!

The rules are that local authorities have a responsibility to
deal with household waste although they can charge for
certain items - at the moment. These include bulky waste
- exceeds 25kg in weight or won't fit in a wheely bin - and
garden waste. However, Wycombe charges quite a lot for
this, so taking it to the tip would generally be a lot cheaper.
But if you can’t get to the tip yourself, then it certainly
makes life both difficult and expensive.

My suggestions would therefore be as follows:

o If you can't get to the tip, try and get a neighbour
to take it to the tip. In theory, they should register
as lower tier waste carrier, but as long as it is just
household waste, I can't see anyone complaining.

For waste that fits the bulky waste criteria, you can
ring the Council for a collection, but as above, that
can be expensive.

You can hire a skip but again, for small amounts, that
could be overkill.

You can get a bulk bag collection from someone like
Clearabee.

If you decide to use a ‘man and van’ type waste
collection service, then try and get references first
and make sure you note the registration number
down when it is collected.

Waste transfer notes are not required for collections
from households. BUT anyone collecting waste
commercially is legally required to be registered as a
waste carrier. The name can be checked here. Failure
to use a registered carrier to remove your waste is an
offence.

ALWAYS get a collection document from the
collector showing their carriers registration number.

ALWAYS write down the collection vehicle
registration number.

If possible, get a photo of it being collected.

If your waste is dumped illegally by the collector,
you are liable to prosecution and a fine unless you
can demonstrat that you took reasonable steps to
check.

If someone is cheap, there is normally a reason!

Thank you to all those who kindly supported our ‘Silent
Auction’ at the fete. Aslast year, we did very well, raising
nearly £2,000, half of which will go to the Village Hall.
Thanks also to all those who gave items to be auctioned.
With luck, all the items will have been collected or
delivered to the winners by now, but if you are still
waiting please contact a committee member.

Looking back at our spring there were disappointments.
Not so many years ago the village would be thronged
with house martins, swallows and swifts in spring. They
would sit along the telephone wires in their dozens.
Many houses would have martin’s nests under their eves
and the barns would be sheltering swallows and swifts.
Now they have all but disappeared. Quite why this is,
is difficult to tell. Lack of insects is one factor and lack
of nesting sites another. Our farm barns have become
houses - as you will know if you went on Marian Miller’s
walk on 25th June - but why the martins no-longer
build is harder to explain. The Common itself was
also ominously quiet: just a few chiffchafts and willow
Did anyone hear a garden warbler, wood
warbler, whitethroat or blackcap?

warblers.

This summer we should normally see many animals. In
addition to the ubiquitous grey squirrel, there should be
roe deer and muntjacs, foxes, hares and an occasional
badger in the evenings. Wood mice are a delight, with
their dark eyes and large ears. At night, as well as several
species of bat, you might spot an edible dormouse (Glis
glis) - so called because the Romans bred them for eating.
They are sometimes mistaken for young squirrels, and on
the continent (their native home) they are a major pest
of vineyards - here they tend to confine their ‘vandalisn’

to electric cables in roof spaces! Their German name is
siebenschléfer, because they sleep (hibernate) for seven
months a year. We expect the final phase of felling to
begin in the autumn of 2020 and, once that is over, we
expect the Common will settle down again and we can
welcome the birds and animals back.

Most of the oaks on the Common are English (or
Pedunculate) oaks (Quercus robur), which have their
acorns on short stems about 2 to 4cms long, while their
leaves have almost no stalk at all. However, there are just
a few Sessile (or Durmast) oaks (Quercus petraea), on
which the acorns have no stalks but sit close to the twigs,
while the leaves have short stalks. See if you can spot
one!

We also invite you to join one, or both, of our monthly
walks. The short walks are led by Chris Miller and
generally involve the Common and they are between 2-3
miles, starting at 10.30am from the Village Hall on the
first Wednesday of each month. The longer walks are
led by Ron Collins and are about 5 miles, generally some
distance from Naphill. Join Ron on the third Monday of
each month; meeting at the Village Hall at 9.25am for a
prompt start at 9:30am. Members and non-members are
equally welcome. These are the usual arrangements, but
as there is sometimes a need to make changes it would
be wise to consult our website, posters or the two leaders
to confirm the details.

Growing Your Own

I found the latest information on food allergens from the
Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs
devastating. In the UK it is estimated that 1 — 2 percent
of adults and 5 - 8 percent of children have a food
allergy and many more have food intolerances. Why is
this life-threatening problem quadrupling between one
generation and the next? Just what is going on? About
10 people a year in the UK die from reactions to the 14
main EU-defined allergens, and countless thousands of
people are in fear of their lives when purchasing food or
going to restaurants. But what about the children? How
is it that they are acquiring food allergies at a much faster
rate than their parents?

It could be, in this modern world of fast food and easy
sauces, that children are being exposed to substances at a
young age which generate an allergic reaction and their
parents are unaware of the dangers. One can trigger
an allergic reaction as happened to me and I offer this
example. I had eaten oysters on several occasions (and
stillhave no problems with other kinds of shellfish). Then,
in the USA, I tried a cooked oyster. I was immediately
violently sick. Then, back in Europe, I ate raw oysters,
and had the same reaction — immediately violently sick.
This happened a few times then a doctor said that I
was not actually allergic to oysters. The memory of the
reaction to that cooked oyster in the USA was imprinted
in my brain to trigger the same allergic response. So,
maybe with our children, we are implanting allergic
reactions without knowing what we do.

I would like to see completely strict labelling of all
foodstuffs, listing all ingredients, no matter how small,
to include pesticides, herbicides, fungicides etc. The list
could be on the packaging, on the menu or on a separate
board if space is limited. But the information should be
available to the consumer. I would also advise growing
your own food so far as you can, to lessen the dangers
and to provide much healthier food than modern,
convenience food.

On the allotment, July is a super month for taking fruit
and vegetable crops, which come in profusion. So if the
slugs and muntjac deer take a proportion it is hardly
noticed. And neither of them go for my delicious
tayberries, which are black in colour, over an inch long,
really delicious and very easy to freeze for the winter. I
have two tayberries and their canes can grow 20 feet in
a season, so I let them drape over other fruit trees and
fruit bushes. Fruit is borne on the previous year’s canes,
which are then cut out after fruiting.

Silent Spring

What happened to the dawn chorus this year? Over the last
few years it has become less evident. I am reminded of a
book published in 1963 by Rachael Carson in which she
said air pollution and pesticide spraying mean no insects
and no insects means no birds.

On a more positive note I have just returned from a
birding trip to eastern Poland where until recently the
horse dominated the rural landscape. Now with vast sums
of money from the E.U. they have been replaced by the
tractor. Hopefully, being a very much larger country with
huge areas of forest and marshland, bird populations will
not be devastated as ours have been.

We logged 168 species in ten days, visiting three sites
from two bases, getting up between four and five each day.
Birding is a test of stamina as well as birding skills! These
included all ten Woodpeckers and seventeen of eighteen
Warbler species. They were everywhere, feeding on an
abundant supply of insects. Where there are Warblers there
are Cuckoos. we heard and sometimes saw at least five
Cuckoos at each site.

Here we have few insects thus few Warblers and no Cuckoos.
Which brings us back to silent spring.

That's why the government is spending £1.9 billion to
improve cyber defence. Last year, our automatic Active
Cyber Defence Programme took down nearly 140,000 UK-
hosted phishing sites. And were protecting the public sector,
checking more than 4 billion queries to the internet every
week, and blocking more than 1 million that are malicious.

o See bold section that says to pre register for on line
services....then CLICK on the link and fill in the form
and upload an identity document. It is as easy as that,
however it can take up to 14 days for us to load your
information on to the system.

o We will then send you an email with your access
details to the new system.

« Enter www.patientaccess.com. the first link
shown on the email...... ignore the other 8 email
addresses.

o On the top right of the home page it will ask you to
register.

« Enter post code of your surgery. HP14 4 LG
(Hughenden) and HP16 9DU (Chequers)

o Click on your current surgery.....then click continue.

o Question pops up...click yes I have received a
registration letter.

o Enter the details of the Linkage Key And Account ID.
from that email. The ODS code is not required. Then
confirm

o Fill out the further information required. Your name
etC....... and enter.

o A confirmation email will come to you almost
immediately.....and you are good to go.

Primary Care Network (PCN):

NHS England have directed local groups of practices into
forming networks so they can work collaboratively to provide
additional localised services based around their population
needs.

We have formed a PCN which will be called Mid Bucks PCN.
It will become effective from the 1st July 2019

The surgeries involved are Hughenden Valley and Chequers
Drive, John Hampden, Prospect House in Great Missenden
and two surgeries in Amersham, Rectory Meadow and the
Amersham Health Centre.

Dr. Shaheen Jinah of the Hughenden Valley and Chequers
Lane surgery has been appointed joint Clinical Director
of the new PCN with Dr. Clare Gabe of Amersham Health
Centre

One of the main benefits of clinical software changes is
the ability to work more closely with all PCN partners and
surgeries and soon be able to access appointments across the
locality both in the evenings and the weekend.

These appointments will be offered at the surgeries above
or Amersham/ Wycombe hospitals where the health
professionals will have real time access to your clinical notes.

The PCN will take time to evolve as it is an innovative way
of working for GP practices but with national funding we
anticipate it will deliver appropriate and much needed
services within our local community.

None of these changes will affect the traditional services
provided to registered patients of the HP16 surgeries.

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Back in May I remember writing about some unseasonably
early sun, warm afternoons in the garden with a glass of chilled
white wine, getting this year’s first cut of the lawn under my
belt.... and generally looking forward to summer gardening.

So the recent diabolical weather is probably partly my fault.
Retribution from the weather gods, literally “raining down”
on my parade. Sorry about that. I promise no more misplaced
smugness in future spring articles.

Which brings us around to this month. Every time I drive down
Main Road at the moment I am half expecting to see some
robe wearing bearded bloke on The Crick, building an Ark and
rounding up pairs of animals from the common. So I though a
few pointers about wet conditions and gardening considerations
might be apt.

What happens when your plants get too much rain? Well, the
soil can only hold so much water. Once it becomes saturated
the water can pool, causing flooding which may wash any seeds
away. It can also promote weed growth. Waterlogged soil will
push out its oxygen, which is essential to plant well-being.

What can I do to alleviate saturation? If your lawn and beds are
accessible, as in you are not making matters worse by walking
on them, you can aerate sodden areas with a garden fork or even
a specialist tool, like a spiked rolling aerator. Push the fork in as
deep as it will go. Give the handle a little rotational wiggle, pull
it out, and repeat.

Another thing to look out for is slugs. They love the wet weather
and will decimate green leafed plants like Hostas, Marigolds,
and green leafed vegetables if allowed. Marigolds are often used
as “sacrificial fodder” on allotments to keep the little critters
away from the vegetables. You can deal with these little pests in
a number of ways. A walk around your garden and flower beds
armed with a salt cellar, giving each one a good “seasoning” will
deal with the immediate problem. A scattering of slug pellets is
another method, but not if you are trying to be organic with your
gardening. An alternative to pellets are traps, baiting them with
beer. The trap is a container, dug into the ground so that the lip
is flush with the soil, and then filled with beer bait. Apparently
the slugs love it, fall in, and drown. It’s not something I have
tried but some people swear by them.

Hopefully by the time this goes to print, the rain will be behind
us and we will all be enjoying the sun again.
